Pursuant to Order No. 485 at 6, 75 Fed. Reg. 40853, 40854 (July 14, 2010), Time Warner Inc. (Time Warner) proposes that the Commission pose the following questions to Postal Service witness Masse during the public hearing on August 11, 2010.  The questions relate to mail-processing operations and policies.

PROPOSED QUESTIONS FOR WITNESS MASSE
1.
What are the Postal Service’s current policies regarding when it is permissible to transfer to manual incoming secondary sorting Periodicals flats that:  (a) arrived at the destinating processing facility before the published critical entry time (CET); and (b) arrived after the CET?

2.
What if any policies are currently in effect to assure that Periodicals flats are not sorted manually when sorting on AFSM 100 machines is possible?

3.
Approximately what percentage of non-carrier route Periodicals flats received manual incoming secondary sorting in FY 2009?

4.
Please answer questions 1-3 above also with regard to: (a) First Class flats; and (b) non-carrier route Standard flats.

5.
In FY 2009, what was the average number of hours of operation per day for an average AFSM 100 machine? What were the similar numbers in FY2008 and FY2007?
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
