ORDER GRANTING MOTION FOR PARTIAL RECONSIDERATION 
OF ORDER NO. 525


(Issued September 27, 2010)


The Global Expedited Package Service 1 (GEPS 1) contract approved in this proceeding expired on August 31, 2010.  In Order No. 525, the Commission authorized that contract “to continue in effect until the sooner of the Commission’s order on the successor contract or September 30, 2010.”[footnoteRef:1]  On September 14, 2010, the Commission issued Order No. 538 approving the successor contract.[footnoteRef:2]  The Postal Service requests that the Commission reconsider Order No. 525, in part, and authorize the contract to continue in effect until September 30, 2010.[footnoteRef:3] [1:  Order No. 525, Order Granting Motion For Temporary Relief, August 27, 2010.]  [2:  Docket No. CP2010-104, Order Approving an Additional Global Expedited Package Services 3 Negotiated Service Agreement, September 14, 2010 (Order No. 538).]  [3:  United States Postal Service Motion for Partial Reconsideration of Order No. 525, September 24, 2010 (Motion).] 

The Postal Service indicates that after the Commission issued Order No. 525, it tentatively set September 30, 2010 as the termination date for the instant contract and communicated this date to the customer.  Id. at 2.  Based on its prior representations to the customer, the Postal Service did not change the termination date of the contract upon issuance of Order No. 538.  Id. at 3.  Further, the Postal Service notes that for programming and contract administration reasons, it needed additional time to give effect to the rates in the successor agreement.  Id. 
The Motion is granted.  Order No. 525 is modified allowing the GEPS 1 contract in this proceeding to continue in effect until September 30, 2010.  

It is ordered:
The United States Postal Service Motion for Partial Reconsideration of Order No. 525, filed September 24, 2010, is granted.
The instant contract may remain in effect until September 30, 2010.
