I am writing this letter of support on behalf of the town of Rentiesville and their request to keep the Rentiesville, OK Post Office Open.

The town of Rentiesville is a historic black town incorporated in 1903 when it was on the verge of becoming extinct.  Rentiesville is rich with black history, including the battle of Honey Springs, a historic Civil War battle site in which all Black and Indian soldiers fought on the frontline; and in 2012 will be home to a two million dollar resource visitors’ center.  Rentiesville is one of thirteen remaining incorporated all-black towns in Oklahoma.  This Labor Day weekend my wife and I attended and loved the Rentiesville’s Dusk ‘till Dawn Blues Festival which they host every year; this event draws thousands of visitors from around the state as well as the country and invites some of the top blues performers.
