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PUBLIC REPRESENTATIVE COMMENTS IN RESPONSE TO 

UNITED STATES POSTAL SERVICE NOTICE OF CLASSIFICATION CHANGE 

FOR INTERNATIONAL MAIL 

(November 17, 2010)

In response to Order No. 581,
 the Public Representative hereby comments on the November 3, 2010 United States Postal Service Notice of Minor Classification Changes -- concerning two classification changes (Notice). 

The Notice comports with the spirit and letter of title 39, and fulfills the relevant Commission Rules of Practice and Procedure.  These changes appear to be beneficial to the general public.  

Discussion
The first change:  A shift in pricing for outbound Single-Piece First-Class Mail International with Israel destination addresses, will move this product to price group 5 from price group 8).  For price group 5, the Postal Service pays the maximum level of terminal dues, remuneration for handling and delivery by postal administrations in industrialized Nations.  According to the Postal Service, “the majority of the affected volume consists of letters and postcards weighing one ounce or less, and the price for these items would stay the same between the two price groups in question.” Notice, at 1, [referring to price groups 8 and 5]. 
The second change:  The Postal Service seeks to correct the Mail Classification Schedule (MCS), adding Montenegro as an individual country listing, as previously incorporated in the International Mail Manual (IMM) in 2008.  This will enable these two directories to accurately support one another and reflect the nation of Montenegro’s independence from Serbia.  Recognizing such political changes is appropriate and makes the Postal Service more relevant as a medium for commerce and correspondence.   

Conclusion 

The Public Representative submits that the present Notice of Classification Change complies with title 39 and fulfills all relevant requirements for Commission Rules of Practice and Procedure.
