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PRC-R2011-2-LR5 presents the Commission’s calculations to determine compliance of the Postal Service’s planned rates for the Special Services class.  
Excel file “R2011-2 Special Services Cap Calcs.xls”, presents the calculation of the aggregate change in rates for the class.  This file contains 70 worksheets and includes both domestic and international Special Service cap calculations.[footnoteRef:1]  Therefore, to better assist with identifying the myriad of services within the class, Excel file “R2011-2 Special Services Cap Cals.xls” features a table-of-contents worksheet. In addition, the library reference is color-coded as follows:  [1:  In Docket Nos. R2008-1, R2009-2, and R2010-4, the Postal Service included both Pick-Up Service and Standard Mail Weighted Forwarding and Return in the Special Services cap calcs even though the services were technically a part of Package Services and Standard Mail, respectively. The Commission notes that in Docket No. R2011-2, the Postal Service did not include Pick-Up Service in the Special Services cap calculations; yet, the Postal Service included Standard Mail Weighted Forwarding and Return service in the Special Services cap calcs. This issue of whether Standard Mail Weighted Forwarding and Return service should be included with the Special Services cap calcs should be addressed in the next omnibus rate increase.  ]

Further, “R2011-2 Special Services Cap Calcs.xls” includes revisions to the Stamped Envelopes worksheet as filed in library reference USPS-R2011-2-5.  Excel file "CAPCALC-SpecServ-FY10 Revised.xls,” erroneously includes Docket No. R2010-4 billing determinant volume for shipping Personalized Stamped Envelopes.  Once corrected, the average percentage increase for Stamped Envelopes increases from 2.483 to 2.493.  Overall, for Special Services, the effect of these revisions increased the aggregate percentage change in rates from 1.738 percent[footnoteRef:2] to 1.739 percent.
