The closing of this Fost Office will lcave
a full service municipality withoutapostoffice.

Freehold'fownship is a separatemunicipality with its ownform of government

{Committee stucture) and has its own municipal services including Police and Fire, añal

full service AdminisE¿tion.

ll/hile they both share the name Freebold and the same zip code (Ð7728),that is whers
the similarities end. Freebold hrough experiences high pedestrian üamc, Many
residents, including a large populaticn of seniors and minority groups, do not have
automobils. In addition many of these residents are ccmputer illiterate and cannot âccess

postål services on the internet. The ctosing of this post office will deny anrajority of the
population of Freehold Borougbthe ability 10 &ccess any poslal seivices and place a

substantial burden on Downtonm busincsses that rely on the t^afayetùe postal trailer.

on Saturday. The Post Office box tobùy is open from 0 a.rn. to 7 p.m. Monday throqh

gvailable in neighboring ofFces and our customçrs will continue to receiye the same
excellent seryice they always have.
