The library reference you sponsor, USPS-LR-NP2, contains flies (under seal) that provide analysis of walk in revenue for postal retail locations. Can First Class Presort Mail, Standard Mail, or Periodicals Mail be entered and paid for at any of the postal retail facilities listed in USPS-LR-NP2 file “Basket Analysis by UFN.xls” or “USPS-LR-N2011-1_NP2 Revenue Distribution for LT100K Locations - Pie Chart.xls”? If so, please explain why this revenue has not been included.
PR/USPS-T1-13
Please provide a version of USPS-LR-1 that, for each postal retail facility under consideration for discontinuance, identifies:
a. If the facility is co-located with a BMEU
b. If the facility is co -located with a city carrier delivery unit
c. If the facility is co -located with a rural carrier delivery unit
d. If the facility is co -located with a mail processing facility
e. If the facility currently provides any mailers with exceptional dispatch service
f. How many Post Office boxes are currently:
1. Located at the facility
2. Rented at the facility
