In that time, the Center has produced a report, a book, and a law review concerning the U.S. Postal Service.

One of the Center’s primary goals is to empower citizens. The Center focuses on a variety of environmental, consumer and worker health and safety issues. The Center has conducted research and educational projects to encourage the political, economic, and social institutions of this country to be more aware of the needs of the citizen-consumer. The Center thus has a substantial interest in the issues raised by the retail access optimization initiative and the proposed changes.
