ORDER DISMISSING APPEALS

On July 26, 2011, Gene Hill petitioned the Commission seeking review of the Postal Service’s decision to close the East Camden Branch located in East Camden, Arkansas (East Camden Branch).[footnoteRef:1]  In Order No. 773, the Commission gave notice of the appeal, and directed the Postal Service to file the administrative record and any responsive pleadings.[footnoteRef:2] [1:  Petition for Review received from Gene Hill, July 26, 2011.  Subsequently, additional petitions for review were filed by:  Robert A. McAdoo, Mayor, City of East Camden, July 28, 2011; Bruce Coffey, President, East Camden & Highland Railroad, August 2, 2011; Andy Moll, Manager, Finance and IT, Spectra Technologies, LLC, August 5, 2011; Corbet J. Lamkin, Ph.D, Chancelor, Southern Arkansas University Tech, August 11, 2011 (Petitions).]  [2:  Notice and Order Accepting Appeal and Establishing Procedural Schedule, July 27, 2011 (Order No. 773).] 

On August 26, 2011, the Postal Service filed a notice indicating its intent to withdraw the Final Determination to close the East Camden Branch.[footnoteRef:3]  The Postal Service requests that this proceeding be dismissed.
