  To assist the Commission in its review of the matter before it, the Postal Service is requested to provide answers to the following questions no later than November 1, 2011.
1. In the financial model, worksheet tab 08 Pieces-Weight&TDues Rates, cells E8, F8, E9, and F9 provide rates for inbound EMS and Air Parcels that do not reflect the rates for inbound EMS and Air Parcels contained in Annex 1–Rates of the Australia Post Agreement.  Please explain.

2. Please explain whether the 2012 and 2013 UPU EMS Cooperative Pay‑for‑Performance Plan or other pay-for-performance arrangements will apply to inbound EMS from Australia to the United States during 2012 and 2013.

3. Please explain whether the provisions of the UPU Convention related to pay‑for‑performance for air parcels or another pay-for-performance arrangement will apply to inbound air parcels from Australia to the United States during 2012 and 2013.
