ORDER GRANTING EXTENSION
(Issued November 8, 2011)

On November 7, 2011, the comment deadline in this docket set by Order No. 921,
 the Saturation Mailers Coalition (SMC) requested a two-day extension to file comments.

SMC contends that the 194 percent increase in the surcharge proposed by the Postal Service for Detached Address Labels (DALs) would cause harm to saturation program mailers.  SMC states that it, along with other mailers, have been engaged with the Postal Service concerning a possible rollback of this surcharge, and that a meeting on the afternoon of November 7, 2011 will have a material bearing on SMC’s position and comments.
The Commission is under a very tight deadline to issue its decision in this docket.  However, because the Postal Service is considering modifying its proposal, and that modification (or lack thereof) will materially impact SMC’s comments, a brief reprieve from the comment deadline is appropriate.

The deadline for comments on the DAL surcharge is extended to November 9, 2011.
