As a former Postmaster of Morgan City for 16 years and as a current patron, | feel that the citizens in the
town and surrounding area deserve a full time Post Office and a Postmaster. | would like to respond to
the “Final Determination to Close the Morgan City, MS, Post Office and Establish Service by Rural Route

Service” Docket Number 1373772-38946, Posted 10/04/2011.

| believe there has been ample time to appoint a Postmaster since the last person resigned July 19,
2009, and not appointing a Postmaster in this time period is one of my concerns.

The Itta Bena Post Office is actually 10 miles away from Morgan City, not 8 as stated in the above

referenced document.

Residents who currently live within walking distance of the Morgan City Post Office and utilize not only
the Post Office Boxes, but the window service, would after the closing of this office have to travel
either to Belzoni, MS, which is 17 miles away; or to Moorhead, MS, which is 17 miles away; or to Itta
Bena, MS, which is 10 miles away. The incorporated town of Morgan City plus the surrounding area
would have to be served by three (3) separate rural routes and three (3) separate Post Offices. Patrons
who do not live in the incorporated city limits but are eligible for delivery currently from Belzoni or from
Moorhead rural routes use the Morgan City Post Office Boxes for security and for safety and
convenience. Rural Route boxes are subject to theft and vandalism.

Currently, accountable mail is available at approximately 9:40 a.m. at Morgan City. If it is delivered by
rural carrier, and customer is not available, it would be after 1:00 p.m. before he could pick it up at any

one of the three named Post Offices.

As printed in your PS Form 1093-T dated July 2011, “There are many benefits to
having a PO Box: Privacy; Confidentiality; Efficiency; Security and Accessibility.”

Eliminating these Post Office Boxes in Morgan City would negate the efficiency and accessibility and

security. Some patrons would have to pay a driver to access any one of the three Post Offices to

conduct business. Page 1 of 2
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You state that Morgan City is not incorporated, and that it is administered politically by Leflore County,
but it is incorporated and administered by a Mayor and Board of Alderman.

| do not believe that closing the Morgan City Post Office and replacing it with rural delivery will provide
the degree of regular and effective services that are currently available.

The Mississippi Delta has unique needs because of the poverty level of the unemployed, elderly and
handicapped on government assistance, and shortage of jobs that pay above minimum wage. These
citizens cannot easily access a Post Office that is not in their home town. To further impede their ability

to perform postal transactions (buying money orders to pay bills, correspond with family members in
other states, send and receive packages, etc.) would be devastating to this community.

The very people in these small towns and rural communities that the United States Postal Service began
serving by placing Post Offices within their reach, are now being deprived of this wonderful “service” by
the closing of their windows to the world. City residents have always had this convenience and security
and will not be affected adversely now. | would like to see the USPS return to its roots of SERVICE
instead of upper management referring to it as a “company.” There must be a common ground
between the two, making the “company” successful in both finances and in people SERVICE.
