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PRC-R2012-3-LR5 presents the Commission’s calculations to determine compliance of the Postal Service’s planned rates for the Special Services class.  
Excel file “PRC-R2012-3-LR5 Special Services Cap Calcs.xls” presents the calculation of the aggregate change in rates for the class.  This file contains 72 worksheets and includes domestic and international Special Service cap calculations.[footnoteRef:1]  To better assist in identifying the myriad of services within the class, Excel file “PRC-R2012-3 Special Services Cap Cals.xls” features a table-of-contents worksheet. Further, “PRC-R2012-3-LR5” includes the errata to USPS-2012-3/5 filed, November 8, 2011.  Revisions included corrections to the Caller Service and Reserve Number in the Postal Service’s P.O. Box worksheet.[footnoteRef:2]  Also included are revisions to the “Change Calc” worksheet for the following services: ZIP + 4; ZIP Move; DMM (Domestic Mail Manual) Labeling Lists; Correction and ZIP Coding of Mailing Lists; Furnishing Address Changes to Election Boards; Express Mail Insurance; and Premium Stamped Cards.  In addition to the errata filed by the Postal Service, the Commission’s file incorporates the correction to Bulk Parcel Return Service that was not incorporated into the Postal Service’s errata (Response to CHIR1, question 9). The treatment of the ACY licensing fee and the “One Time Only” fee for the Address Management Service (AMS) – “City State;” and, the ACY licensing fee for the AMS – “Delivery Statistics” were updated to be consistent with the changes the Postal Service made in the errata to ZIP + 4 and ZIP Move.  The effect of all the revisions decreased the aggregate percentage change rates from -0.663 to -0.699. [2:  	Errata to USPS-2012-3/5, filed November 8, 2011.]
