(Issued January 31, 2012)

On November 21, 2011, Jackie Schlegel filed a petition with the Commission seeking review of the Postal Service’s Final Determination to close the Burns, Colorado post office (Burns post office).
  On December 2, 2011, the Commission established Docket No. A2012-79 to consider the appeal, designated a Public Representative, and directed the Postal Service to file its Administrative Record and any responsive pleadings.

On January 17, 2012, the Postal Service filed a notice stating its intent to withdraw the Final Determination to close the Burns post office.
  The Postal Service requests that this proceeding be dismissed.
