	Commission rule 30 CFR 3007.31(d) provides that decisions on requests to terminate non-public status are properly to be made by the Commission.  The Commission finds that P.O. Ruling N2012-1/19, adequately considered the arguments presented and concludes that 
neither Mr. Popkin nor the Postal Service has presented particularly persuasive arguments.  Under these circumstances, the status quo should be maintained.
