USPS-T-3 all pages of testimony (Witness Rosenberg) - moderate cross examination covering aspects of the network optimization model, the excel scoring tool, and results;
USPS-T-4 pages 2-10, 12-33 (Witness Neri) – light cross examination covering excess capacity in mail processing and productivity improvements;
USPS-T-6 pages 6-15 (Witness Martin) – light cross examination covering transportation links, transportation in the new processing environment, and cost calculations for transportation;  
USPS-T-10 all pages of testimony (Witness Bradley) – light cross examination covering reliance on inputs, assumptions, and methodology;
