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Pursuant to 39 CFR 3001.21, the Public Representative moves for late acceptance of 

its “Notice of Intent to Conduct Oral Cross Examination” filed one day out of time, concurrent 

with this motion.  The delay was due to the need for discussion with Public Representative 

team personnel to formulate cross-examination strategy and review of Postal Service 

responses to discovery. 

The Public Representative regrets the delay in filing, but believes that accepting this 

filing is in the public interest, does not prejudice any other participants, and does not unduly 

hamper the Commission’s expeditious discharge of responsibilities under title 39. 
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
