ORDER GRANTING MOTION FOR EXTENSION

(Issued June 8, 2012)

The Express Mail & Priority Mail agreement that is the subject of this docket is set to expire (existing Express Mail & Priority Mail agreement).
  The Postal Service requests that the Commission grant a 30-day extension to allow the existing contract to remain in effect until such time as the Postal Service can complete its internal review process and the Commission is able to complete its review of the new agreement.

The Postal Service represents that the parties have signed a new agreement.  Id. at 1.  However, “the signed contract still must proceed through the internal Postal Service review process before it can be filed with the Commission.”  Id.  Without such an extension, service under the existing Express Mail & Priority Mail agreement would terminate.  Id. at 1-2.  To maintain continuity, the Postal Service requests that the terms and conditions of the existing Express Mail & Priority Mail agreement be extended for 30 days.  Id.
The Motion is granted.  The existing Express Mail & Priority Mail agreement is authorized to continue for 30 days from the current expiration, until July 11, 2012.  Allowing the existing Express Mail & Priority Mail agreement to remain in effect temporarily is in the public interest and will not prejudice any person.

It is ordered:
1. The Motion of the United States Postal Service for Temporary Relief, filed June 7, 2012, is granted.

2. The existing Express Mail & Priority Mail agreement is authorized to continue for 30 days from the current expiration date, until July 11, 2012.
