I direct the Commission’s attention to 39 CFR 3007.3(c). That section clearly states that “[a]ny person may request that the Commission issue a data or information request by filing a motion with the Commission, pursuant to §3001.21 of this chapter….” 39 CFR 3007.3(c). Thus, it appears that motions requesting that information requests be issued are appropriate and that the Postal Service’s Opposition misrepresents the Commission’s rules.
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
