 	The Postal Service states that it has signed Modification Three of the Agreement with Singapore Post to extend the Agreement from July 1, 2013 to March 31, 2014.  Motion at 1.  The Postal Service asserts that it is still in the process of completing an internal review of its filing to the Commission for this extension.  Therefore, it will not meet the requirement of 39 CFR § 3010.41 to provide public notice and transmit a notice of Modification Three of the Agreement to the Commission no later than 45 days prior to the intended implementation date. Id.  
	The Public Representative sees no objection to the Postal Service’s request for an extension of the Singapore Post Agreement Modification Two in accordance with the specified dates.
