NOTICE CONCERNING SATISFACTION OF ORDER NO. 1841


(Issued September 30, 2013)


On September 27, 2013, the Postal Service filed notice that it had agreed to an amendment to the existing Parcel Select Contract 4.[footnoteRef:1]  The Postal Service includes one attachment to the Notice: [1:  Notice of United States Postal Service of Amendment to Parcel Select Contract 4, with Portions Filed Under Seal, September 27, 2013 (Notice).] 

· Attachment A—a redacted copy of the amendment to the existing Parcel Select Contract 4.
The Postal Service also filed the unredacted amendment under seal.
In Order No. 1841, the Commission approved an amendment to the existing Parcel Select Contract 4 based, in part, on the Postal Service’s representations that it intended to file an additional amendment concerning the minimum volume requirements under the amended contract.[footnoteRef:2]  Specifically, the Commission stated that the additional amendment appeared unlikely to affect the ability of the contract to meet the minimum requirements of 39 U.S.C. § 3633 and provided that “[u]nder those circumstances, the Commission anticipates taking no further action in this proceeding.”  Id. at 5-6. [2:  Order Approving Amendment to Parcel Select Contract 4 Negotiated Service Agreement, September 27, 2013 (Order No. 1841).] 

The Notice and its accompanying amendment appear to meet the expectations of the Commission as set forth in Order No. 1841.  Accordingly, no further Commission action is necessary.  The amendment will be included as part of the record in this proceeding.
