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PRC-LR-R2013-10/5 presents the Commission’s calculations to determine compliance of the Postal Service’s planned rates for the Special Services class.  The Postal Service requests a 2.5 percent increase which requires use of 1.864 percent of the unused Price Adjustment Authority. After applying the 1.864 percent, the remaining unused Price Adjustment Authority is 1.814 percent.
Excel file “PRC-LR-R2013-10-5.xls” presents the calculation of the aggregate change in rates for Special Services.
