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 The contract with the serial number ending in -0118 that was filed in this docket 

was originally scheduled to expire on January 25, 2014,1 the day prior to January 26, 

2014, when a change in the published prices that affect the Qualifying Mail in the 

Agreement is scheduled to occur.2 

 The Postal Service has sent the customer a modification that states that the 

contract with the serial number ending in -0118 shall expire on February 28, 2014. 

 The Postal Service intends to offer a new successor GEPS - NPR 4 Version 2 

agreement to the customer who signed the contract with the serial number ending in    

-0118, and file it in Docket No. CP2014-22.3  In the meantime, however, the Postal 

Service respectfully requests that the Commission approve a brief extension of the
