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ORDER GRANTING CONSENT MOTION FOR ACCESS

GameFly states that all six individuals have previously been authorized to be reviewing representatives in the captioned cases and in Docket No. C2009-1 and that all have had access to proprietary information about the Postal Service and Netflix.  Id. at 1-2.  Attached to the Consent Motion are executed copies of the protective conditions contained in Appendix A to part 3007 of 39 C.F.R.

Buc, Sander Glick, and David Hodess are each given access to: (a) the Postal Service’s January 17, 2014 non-public library reference USPS-LR-MC2013-57/NP7 filed in response to Chairman’s Information Request No. 1; and (b) Netflix’s January 16, 2014 non-public response to Chairman’s Information Request No. 3.
