GLOBAL EXPEDITED PACKAGE SERVICES 3 
NEGOTIATED SERVICE AGREEMENT

On January 27, 2014, the Postal Service filed a notice concerning two modifications to the Global Expedited Package Services (GEPS) 3 negotiated service agreement approved in this docket.[footnoteRef:1]  Modification One amends Article 15, Postage Updates.  Id. at 1, Attachment 1.  Modification Two amends the mailer’s address in the Preamble and in Article 32, Notices.  Id. at 1, Attachment 2. [1: 	 Notice of the United States Postal Service of Filing Modifications One and Two to Global Expedited Package Services 3 Negotiated Service Agreement, January 27, 2014 (Notice).] 

In Order No. 1835, the Commission authorized the Postal Service to offer Article 15-related modifications and directed it to file signed modifications in the dockets corresponding to each customer’s original agreement.[footnoteRef:2] [2:  See Docket Nos. MC2013-27 and CP2013-35, Order Approving Revisions to Model Contract, September 16, 2013, at 6 (Order No. 1835).] 

The Postal Service has complied with the directive set forth in Order No. 1835.  In addition, the change to the mailer’s address is administrative in nature and does not alter the Commission’s prior analysis of the agreement.
