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Presiding Officer’s Ruling No. N2014-1/1 set forth certain procedures for entering evidence into the record.[footnoteRef:1]  On February 14, 2014, the Postal Service filed motions requesting that the testimonies of Linda M. Malone and Mark H. Anderson, and their associated Library References and designated written cross-examination, along with designated institutional responses to information requests, be entered into the record.[footnoteRef:2]  The Postal Service concomitantly filed declarations from the sponsoring witnesses attesting to the veracity of the proposed record material. [1:  Presiding Officer’s Ruling No. N2014-1/1, Presiding Officer’s Ruling Canceling Hearing and Establishing Procedures, February 4, 2014.]  [2:  Motion of the United States Postal Service for the Admission of the Direct Testimony of Linda M. Malone (USPS-T-1) and Her Designated Discovery Responses into Evidence, February 14, 2014; Motion of the United States Postal Service for the Admission of the Direct Testimony of Mark H. Anderson (USPS-T-2) and His Designated Discovery Responses into Evidence, February 14, 2014; Motion of the United States Postal Service to Enter Designated Institutional Responses to Interrogatories and Information Requests into Evidence, February 14, 2014.] 

These motions are granted.  The testimonies of Linda M. Malone and Mark H. Anderson, and their associated Library References and designated written cross‑examination, along with designated institutional responses to information requests, shall be incorporated as evidence into the Docket No. N2014-1 record.
On February 18, 2014, the Postal Service filed the Second Revised Response of United States Postal Service Witness Malone to Question 7 of Presiding Officer’s Information Request No. 1 [Errata].  On February 19, 2014, it filed the Response of the United States Postal Service Witness Malone to Question 1(b) of Presiding Officer’s Information Request No. 2 [Errata] and two additional Library References:  USPS-LR-N2014-1/18 and USPS-LR-N2014-1/NP8.  Responses to portions of interrogatory PR/USPS-T1-25 were filed on February 19, 2014 pursuant to Presiding Officer’s Ruling No. N2014-1/5.[footnoteRef:3]  The above material shall be incorporated as evidence into the Docket No. N2014-1 record, subject to objection.  Any objection must be filed by February 25, 2014. [3:  Responses of United States Postal Service Witness Malone to Public Representative Discovery Requests (PR/USPS-T1-25(b), (c) - (f)), February 19, 2014; Presiding Officer’s Ruling Granting In Part Motion to Compel Response to Interrogatory PR/USPS-T1-25, February 14, 2014.] 

The Commission shall arrange for publication of the written cross-examination and responses to institutional information requests, along with the accompanying declarations of authenticity into a separate transcript.  However, consistent with Commission practice, written testimony shall not be included within the transcript.

RULING
1. The testimonies of Linda M. Malone and Mark H. Anderson, and their associated Library References and designated written cross-examination, along with designated institutional responses to information requests, shall be incorporated as evidence into the Docket No. N2014-1 record as set forth in the body of this Ruling.

2. Any objection to incorporating the additional material into the record cited in the body of this Ruling must be filed by February 25, 2014.

3. The Commission shall arrange for publication of the material described in the body of this Ruling into a separate transcript.
