NOTICE AND ORDER CONCERNING AMENDMENT TO 
PRIORITY MAIL CONTRACT 70


(Issued February 27, 2014)

INTRODUCTION
On February 25, 2014, the Postal Service filed notice that it has agreed to an amendment to the existing Priority Mail Contract 70 subject to this docket (Amendment).[footnoteRef:1]  The Postal Service includes two attachments in support of its Notice: [1:  Notice of United States Postal Service of Change in Prices Pursuant to Amendment to Priority Mail Contract 70, February 25, 2014 (Notice).] 

· Attachment A—a redacted copy of the Amendment to the existing Priority Mail Contract 70.
· Attachment B—certified statement of compliance with 39 U.S.C. 3633(a).
The Postal Service also filed the supporting financial documentation and the unredacted Amendment under seal.  Notice at 1.  The Postal Service seeks to incorporate by reference the Application for Non-Public Treatment originally filed in this docket for the protection of customer-identifying information that it has filed under seal.  Id.
The Amendment broadens the application of the contract to include prices for Priority Mail packages having weights and sizes different than those described in the original contract.[footnoteRef:2]  The Amendment is scheduled to take effect one business day following the day on which the Commission issues all necessary regulatory approval.
