[bookmark: _GoBack]On March 13, 2014, the Postal Service filed a motion concerning a modification (Modification Four) of the Global Plus 1C Contract negotiated service agreement approved in this docket (Agreement).[footnoteRef:1]  Modification Four extends the Agreement’s expiration date from March 31, 2014, to April 30, 2014.  Motion at 1. [1:  Motion of the United States Postal Service for Temporary Relief and Notice of the United States Postal Service of Filing Modification Four to a Global Plus 1C Contract Negotiated Service Agreement, March 13, 2014 (collectively, Motion).  See also Order No. 1956, Order Granting Motion for Temporary Relief in Global Plus 1C Contract Negotiated Service Agreement, January 10, 2014, and Order No. 1993, Order Granting Motion for Temporary Relief in Global Plus 1C Contract Negotiated Service Agreement, February 19, 2014.] 

	In support of its Motion, the Postal Service states that it intends to initiate a new rate docket in which it will file a successor to the Agreement, but in the interest of continuity of pricing and other terms and conditions, asks that the Agreement remain in the Mail Classification Schedule.  Id. at 1-2.
	The Commission grants the Motion.  Granting the relatively brief extension is in the public interest and will not prejudice any person.
It is ordered:
1. The Motion of the United States Postal Service for Temporary Relief, filed March 13, 2014, is granted.
1. The Agreement, as amended, is authorized to remain in the Mail Classification Schedule through April 30, 2014.
