INTRODUCTION

The amendment changes the agreement’s prices and amends Terms I.B, I.C, I.D, I.E, and I.G of the initial agreement.  Id., Attachment A at 1-4.  The amendment is effective one business day after the day on which the Commission issues all necessary regulatory approval.  Id. at 1.
