ORDER GRANTING MOTION FOR EXTENSION OF 
COMMENT DEADLINES


(Issued April 4, 2014)


	On March 7, 2014, Order No. 2009 established the procedural schedule for this proceeding, requiring comments be filed no later than March 27, 2014 and reply comments be filed no later than April 3, 2014.[footnoteRef:1]  On March 19, 2014, Chairman’s Information Request No. 1 was issued and requested responses no later than March 25, 2014.[footnoteRef:2]  The Postal Service filed partial responses to CHIR No. 1 on March 26, 2014.[footnoteRef:3]  On March 21, 2014, Chairman’s Information Request No. 2 was issued and requested responses no later than March 26, 2014.[footnoteRef:4]  The Postal Service filed partial responses to CHIR No. 2 on March 27, 2014.[footnoteRef:5]  The late-filed responses were accompanied by motions for late acceptance.[footnoteRef:6]     [1:  Notice and Order Concerning Addition of PHI Acquisitions, Inc. [bookmark: _GoBack]	On March 27, 2014, the Public Representative filed an answer to the Motions for Late Acceptance and a motion for extension of the comment deadlines.[footnoteRef:7]  While he does not oppose the Motions for Late Acceptance, he contends that interested persons have been prejudiced by the late filing of responses of CHIR Nos. 1 and 2.  Id. at 1, 2.  He requests that the Commission extend the time for filing comments and reply comments to allow interested persons sufficient time to consider the Postal Service’s responses to CHIR Nos. 1 and 2.  Id. at 2.  He requests a revised deadline for initial comments of two days after the date on which the Postal Service submits a complete response to CHIR Nos. 1 and 2 and a deadline for reply comments seven days later.  In response, the Postal Service states that it does not oppose the Public Representative’s motion.[footnoteRef:8]  It represents that it expects to file the outstanding responses to CHIR Nos. 1 and 2 by April 4, 2014.
