[bookmark: _GoBack]	In Order No. 2244, the Commission established November 25, 2014, as the date for submitting initial comments in this docket.[footnoteRef:1]  Chairman’s Information Request (CHIR) No. 1, issued to the Postal Service on November 20, 2014, provided that the Postal Service’s response was due no later than November 26, 2014.[footnoteRef:2] [1:  Notice and Order of Proposed Rulemaking on Analytical Principles Used in Periodic Reporting (Proposal Eleven), November 7, 2014, at 3 (Order No. 2244).]  [2:  Chairman's Information Request No. 1, November 20, 2014, at 1.] 

	The Public Representative asks that the Commission extend the original date for initial comments by three business days after November 26, 2014 (to December 3, 2014) to allow interested persons adequate time to consider the Postal Service’s responses to CHIR No. 1.[footnoteRef:3]  In the event the Postal Service does not file a response by November 26, 2014, or does not file a complete response, the Public Representative asks that the Commission grant a further extension of three business days after a complete response is filed for initial comments.
