Obtaining this information will also contribute to a better understanding of how the Postal Service has interpreted Commission rules and allow the Commission to make a fully informed, reasoned determination on whether the Proposal Six meets applicable legal and regulatory requirements, including 39 U.S.C. §3622(c)(10) and 39 C.F.R. part 3010.
