ORDER GRANTING MOTION FOR TEMPORARY RELIEF


(Issued August 24, 2015)


The negotiated service agreement approved in this proceeding (Existing Agreement) is scheduled to expire on August 31, 2015.[footnoteRef:1]  The Postal Service filed a motion for temporary relief requesting to extend the expiration date of the Existing Agreement to September 30, 2015.[footnoteRef:2]  [1:  Order No. 2166, Order Approving Additional Global Expedited Package Services 3 Negotiated Service Agreement, August 22, 2014.]  [2:  Motion of the United States Postal Service for Temporary Relief Concerning Global Expedited Package Services 3 Negotiated Service Agreement, August 21, 2015 (Motion).] 

The Postal Service intends to initiate a new rate docket in which it will file a successor to the Existing Agreement.  Id. at 1.  To maintain continuity of pricing and other terms and conditions of the Existing Agreement, the Postal Service requests the Commission approve a brief extension to allow the Existing Agreement to remain in effect and on the Mail Classification Schedule through September 30, 2015.  Id.
The Motion is granted.  The Existing Agreement may continue through and will expire on September 30, 2015, unless terminated earlier pursuant to the terms of the agreement.  Temporary relief extending the Existing Agreement is in the public interest and will not prejudice any person.
It is ordered:
1. 	The Motion of the United States Postal Service for Temporary Relief, filed August 21, 2015, is granted.
2.	The Existing Agreement will remain on the Mail Classification Schedule through September 30, 2015, unless terminated earlier pursuant to the terms of the agreement.
