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PUBLIC REPRESENTATIVE MOTION FOR EXTENSION OF COMMENT DEADLINE

(August 31, 2015)

In the Fiscal Year 2014 Annual Compliance Determination (FY 2014 ACD), the
Commission directed the Postal Service to report within 90 days on the feasibility of
developing attributable costs for the International Money Transfer Service (IMTS)—
Outbound and Inbound products based upon alternatives to the In-Office Cost System
(I0CS).' Cost data for the IMTS—Outbound and Inbound products are reported in the
International Cost and Revenue Analysis (ICRA) report.

On June 30, 2015, the Postal Service filed its response to this directive.? The
Commission issued Order No. 2599, which established August 31, 2015 as the deadline
for interested parties to submit initial comments.® Chairman’s Information Request No. 1
(CHIR No. 1) was issued on August 14, 2015. The Commission set the deadline for
responses as August 26, 2015.* The Postal Service has not yet responded to CHIR No.
1. Since these responses are essential to the evaluation of the proposal, the Public

Representative requests that the Commission extend the deadline for filing comments
