ORDER EXTENDING DEADLINE FOR COMMENTS


(Issued September 1, 2015)


On July 20, 2015, the Commission established August 31, 2015, as the
deadline for submitting comments in this docket.[footnoteRef:1]  Chairman’s Information Request No. 1 was issued on August 14, 2015, with the Postal Service’s response due no later than August 26, 2015.[footnoteRef:2]  The Postal Service has not yet responded to CHIR No. 1. [1:  Order No. 2599, Notice of Proposed Rulemaking on Analytical Principles Used in Periodic Reporting (Proposal Five), July 20, 2015.]  [2:  Chairman’s Information Request No. 1, August 14, 2015 (CHIR No. 1).] 

The Public Representative seeks an extension of time for filing comments in order to allow interested persons, including the Public Representative, sufficient time to consider the Postal Service’s responses to CHIR No. 1.[footnoteRef:3]  To provide interested persons an opportunity to consider responses to CHIR No. 1 in their comments, the deadline to file comments is extended to 3 days after the date on which the Postal Service submits a complete response to CHIR No. 1.  This change in the procedural schedule requires an adjustment to the deadline to file reply comments as well.  The deadline to file reply comments is extended to 15 days after the comment deadline, as revised by this Order. [3:  Public Representative Motion for Extension of Comment Deadline, August 31, 2015.] 

It is ordered:
1. The deadline to file comments shall be 3 days after the date on which the Postal Service submits a complete response to CHIR No. 1.
2. The deadline to file reply comments is extended to 15 days after the comment deadline, as revised by this Order.
