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ORDER GRANTING MOTION FOR TEMPORARY RELIEF

The negotiated service agreement approved in this proceeding (Existing Agreement) is set to expire September 30, 2015.[footnoteRef:1]  On September 18, 2015, the Postal Service filed a motion for temporary relief seeking to extend the expiration date of the Existing Agreement.[footnoteRef:2] [1:  See Order No. 2679, Order Granting Motion for Temporary Relief, August 25, 2015, at 2 (extending the expiration date to September 30, 2015).]  [2:  Motion of the United States Postal Service for Temporary Relief, September 18, 2015 (Motion). ] 

The Postal Service states that it has filed a successor agreement with the Commission, which will replace the Existing Agreement.  Motion at 1.[footnoteRef:3]  To avoid a possible interruption to the customer’s access to negotiated rates with the Postal Service, the Postal Service requests the Commission grant an extension to allow the Existing Agreement to remain in effect until such time as the Commission completes its review of the new agreement.  Id. [3:  See Docket Nos. MC2015-85 and CP2015-141, Request of the United States Postal Service to Add Parcel Select Contract 10 to Competitive Product List and Notice of Filing (Under Seal) of Unredacted Governors’ Decision, Contract, and Supporting Data, September 18, 2015.] 

The Motion is granted.  The Existing Agreement is modified to continue through the day after the Commission completes its review of the new agreement, unless terminated earlier pursuant to the terms of the agreement.  Temporary relief is in the public interest and will not prejudice any person.
It is ordered:
1. The Motion of the United States Postal Service for Temporary Relief, filed September 18, 2015, is granted.
2. The Existing Agreement will expire the day after the Commission completes its review of the new agreement.
