COMMENTS
The Public Representative has reviewed Parcel Return Contract 5, the financial worksheets and the Postal Service’s amendment thereto.  Based upon that review, the Public Representative recommends Commission approval of the amendment to Parcel Return Contract 5.
 The Public Representative agrees with the Postal Service assessment that the amendment would comply with 39 U.S.C. §3633 (a) and not reduce the cost coverage of Parcel Return Service Contract 5 to below cost.
