The negotiated service agreement approved in this proceeding (Existing Agreement) is set to expire January 2, 2016.[footnoteRef:1]  On December 18, 2015, the Postal Service filed a motion for temporary relief seeking to extend the expiration date of the Existing Agreement by 30 days.[footnoteRef:2]  The Postal Service states that because of the press of other business and the absence of key personnel over the upcoming holiday week, it will not be able to complete the necessary financial review and certification and file the successor contract in time for the Commission to be able to complete its review prior to January 2, 2016.
