ORDER GRANTING ACCESS TO ADDITIONAL UPS REPRESENTATIVES


(January 21, 2016)


On January 11, 2016, United Parcel Service, Inc. (UPS) filed a motion pursuant to 39 C.F.R. §§ 3001.21, 3007.40, and 3007.50 requesting access to “a limited subset of non-public materials the United States Postal Service filed with the Commission on December 29, 2015, as part of the Postal Service’s Annual Compliance Report (“ACR”).”[footnoteRef:1]  The Commission granted the Motion on January 15, 2016.[footnoteRef:2]  On January 19, 2016, UPS filed certifications of compliance with protective conditions for two additional consultants.[footnoteRef:3] [1:  United Parcel Service, Inc.’s First Motion for Access, January 11, 2016, at 1.
