ORDER GRANTING MOTION FOR EXTENSION OF 
REPLY COMMENT DEADLINE

On February 22, 2016, the Postal Service filed a motion in the above-captioned docket requesting that the deadline for filing reply comments be extended until March 29, 2016.[footnoteRef:1]  The deadline for filing reply comments was previously scheduled for March 1, 2016.[footnoteRef:2]  The Postal Service indicates that it has been devoting its efforts and resources to producing detailed information pertaining to its Annual Compliance Review and its Annual Compliance Report filings in Docket No. ACR2015.  Motion at 1.  The Postal Service believes that extending the reply comment deadline in the instant docket by 20 business days is appropriate.  Id. The original reply comment deadline was February 23, 2016.  Order No. 2862, Notice and Order Seeking Comments on Commission Jurisdiction over Postal Service Determinations to Close or Consolidate Post Offices, December 10, 2015, at 10.] 

The Postal Service asserts it has contacted the Public Representative and other commenters and none contacted oppose the Postal Service's request for an extension.[footnoteRef:3] [3:  Id. at 2.  The Postal Service states it attempted, unsuccessfully, to reach commenter Elaine Mittleman.  Id. at 2 n.1.] 

The Motion is granted.  The reply comment deadline is extended to March 29, 2016.  This extension is in the public interest and will not prejudice any person.
It is ordered:
1.	The Motion of the United States Postal Service for Extension of Time to File Reply Comments, filed February 22, 2016, is granted.
2.	Reply comments are due March 29, 2016.
