INTRODUCTION
On May 31, 2016, the Postal Service filed notice that it has entered into an additional Global Expedited Package Services 6 (GEPS 6) negotiated service agreement (Agreement).[footnoteRef:1] [1:  Notice of United States Postal Service of Filing a Functionally Equivalent Global Expedited Package Services 6 Negotiated Service Agreement and Application for Non-Public Treatment of Materials Filed Under Seal, May 31, 2016 (Notice).]
