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The agreement that is the subject of this docket is scheduled to expire on June 

30, 2016.1 The Postal Service also filed a Motion for Temporary Relief2 seeking to 

extend the agreement to the sooner of (1) June 30, 2016, if the Commission completes 

its review of the successor agreement filed in Docket No. CP2016-224 by June 30, 

2016; or (2) the business day after the Commission completes its review of the 

successor agreement. Attached to this notice is Modification Four,3 which the customer 

and the Postal Service have executed to confirm this change to the termination date of 

the agreement.
