INTRODUCTION
The Commission gives notice that the Postal Service filed modifications with the Commission to three existing Global Expedited Package Services 3 negotiated service agreements.[footnoteRef:1]  These Modifications were the subject of motions for temporary relief filed by the Postal Service on June 23, 2016.[footnoteRef:2]  The Motions for Temporary Relief sought relief from the Commission based on a gap in contract coverage created by the expiration of the existing agreements and the approval of the successor agreements.
