[bookmark: _GoBack]On July 27, 2016, the Postal Service filed a notice informing the Commission that it is withdrawing the amendment to Priority Mail Contract 133 and that it expects to file a revised amendment within the next few weeks that will rescind and replace the amendment.[footnoteRef:5]  The notice of withdrawal renders the proceeding to consider the Postal Service’s amendment to Priority Mail Contract 133 moot and the docket is closed.
