COMMENTS
For compliance purposes, the Postal Service provided: (1) a redacted version of the Governors’ Decision and accompanying analysis, (2) a redacted version of the Contract 167, (3) requested changes in the Mail Classification product list, (4) statement of supporting justification, (5) certification of compliance with 39 U.S.C. §(a)(1) and (3), an application for Nonpublic Treatment of the materials filed under seal, and (6) cost and revenue data underseal.  Based upon review of these files, the Public Representative concludes that the Postal Service’s original filings were consistent with the policies of Title 39 U.S.C.[footnoteRef:4]  [4:  39 U.S.C. § 3633. Pursuant to 39 U.S.C. § 3633(a), the Postal Service’s competitive prices must not result in the subsidization of competitive products by market dominant products; ensure that each competitive product will cover its attributable costs; and, ensure that all competitive products collectively contribute an appropriate share of the institutional costs of the Postal Service.] 

 It also appears that the amended  prices developed from the financial model should generate sufficient revenues to permit Contract 167 to cover costs, thereby satisfying section 3633(a) of 39 U.S.C.  As a result, the Public Representative suggests the Commission approve the changes filed in this docket.
